COUNCIL MEETING
February 14, 2024
The regular meeting of the Dayton Town Council was called to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Dayton Town Hall. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Members present:  Mayor Reed, Councilors Alley, Logan, Perkins, and Grover.

Mayor Reed asked everyone to remember fallen Sheridan Police Officer, Nevada Krinkee, who was murdered in the line of duty on Tuesday.

Councilor Perkins moved to approve the agenda. Councilor Alley seconded the motion. There were no additions or deletions.  All approved, motion passed.
Councilor Alley moved to approve the January 10th
minutes and also the January 24th mid-year budget work study minutes with Councilor Perkins seconding. All approved, motion passed.
The treasurer report is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference.  TRVJPB liaison, Councilor Alley reported that there are 138 natural gas taps, and that the USDA is in negotiation with MDU to take over the natural gas business.  There were no other reports.

Councilor Perkins made a motion to approve warrants with Councilor Grover seconding.  All approved, motion passed.
Old Business:  None
Announcements:  Mayor Reed Updates:  Town Hall will be closed on Monday the 19th for President’s Day.  The WWTP Improvement Project is suspended for winter and difficult material procurement; however, MVB did get some work done inside the building.
Mayor Reed called for a motion to start the public hearing on liquor licenses renewal at 6:05 pm.  Councilor Alley made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting; Councilor Perkins seconded the motion,

All approved, motion carried.  There was no council or public comments or objections to the renewal of liquor licenses for:  Mountain Inn Bar, Crazy Woman Saloon, Corner Grocery, Gallery on Main and Jackson Hole Winery.  Councilor Alley made a motion to approve all liquor license renewals; Councilor Logan seconded.  All approved; motion passed.  Councilor Perkins made a motion to approve the open dates and beer permits for the Crazy Woman Saloon for the coming year 2024.  Councilor Alley seconded, all approved, motion passed.  With no further public hearing business before the board, the regular board meeting was reconvened at 6:12 pm.
1. There was discussion on the approval of the Final Plat for the Rees Addition #1. Main      Points:  Wording of Note #2 which pertains to the infrastructure loop construction required       to tie into existing town lines and the responsibility of the subdivision to pay for those costs      which was on the previously submitted plat but is removed from the plat dropped off at the town hall on February 14th by Aric Rees; and the matter of easements. Mr Zach Cummins said   the infrastructure topic is for future discussion and doesn’t pertain to the presented plat.
Let this record reflect that the council and principals of the Secret Squirrel Ventures agree and acknowledge that the easements within the Rees Addition #1 Plat will be open and available to the Town of Dayton in future.  Mr Aric Rees agrees that in future development of Lot #2, the infrastructure loop could be installed at that time.
Let this record reflect that Attorney Brendon Kerns specifies that his letter dated February 5, 2024, regarding approval of the plat, ONLY pertains to the previous plat; not the plat presented to the council on Wednesday, the 14th of February 2024.

Councilor Alley made a motion to approve the plat, Councilor Grover seconded; all approved, motion carried.

2. Councilor Grover moved to approve the purchase of a new snowplow truck with a blade and      flatbed; Councilor Perkins seconded. All approved, motion passed.

3. Councilor Alley moved to approve Engineering Associates Pay Apps #44 & #45 for the             WWTP Improvement Project; Councilor Grover seconding. All approved, motion passed.

4. Councilor Perkins moved to approve Mountain View Building Pay App#10 for the WWTP            Improvement Project; Councilor Alley seconded.  All approved, motion passed.
5. Councilor Alley moved to approve First Federal Bank & Trust as a depository institution for         public funds; Councilor Perkins seconded.  All approved, motion passed.

Mayor Reed requested discussion and creation of a resolution from the town to dispute the land swap between the state and a private landowner.
