Carrie Rogaczewski with Sheridan County Conservation District gave a detailed explanation of the contract for the $140,000 from the Wyoming Wildlife and Natural Resource Trust Fund for the streambank improvements part of the project. On Motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Wagner the contract was approved. All in favor. Motion passed.

A public meeting was called to order at 7:16 pm by Mayor Anderson.  The purpose of the meeting was to provide additional information to the public regarding the Town’s application for funding from the State’s Clean Water SRF loan program for the Town’s wastewater treatment plant improvements project.  This information was intended to supplement the information that was provided at the Town Council’s February 16, 2022, meeting.  Dave Engels with Engineering Associates stated that the current terms of a CWSRF loan were 2.5% interest and a 30-year term (or design life of the project’s components, whichever is less), and that the current percentage of principal forgiveness being offered to the Town was 25%.  A copy of the financial information provided to the Council and public at the meeting is attached.

Upon completion of Mr. Engels’ presentation, Mayor Anderson asked the Council and members of the public that were present if there were any questions or comments.  No comments or questions were received. 

Mayor Anderson closed the public hearing at 7:25pm after this presentation and proceeded with regular meeting item #5 on Agenda.
